INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

PLEASE READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS PRIOR TO USE

GENERAL INSTALLATION:

1. Snap-it™ products are pre-packed nested for protection prior to use. Gently separate components prior to use starting from
one end and working along length. (Product components are fightweight sacrificial formwork systems and should be
handled with care).

2:  Layout Snap-it™ components on surface to be installed and mark surface with paint or similar.

3: Athin layer of lightly compacted fine aggregate or similar should be used to assist with final levelling of the base prior
to pouring concrete. (Base accuracy will result in a better finish). NOTE: Snap-it™ may also be used in a shallow trench
if required to minimise backfilling. Trench width should be around 10 inches wide to allow for sidewall removal.

4. Lay Snap-it™ into position and overlap ends of each component by one or two inches and push top rounded edges
firmly together. (Concrete will further assist to keep top edges together).

5. Install steel reinforcing rod horizontally into Snap-it™ to ensure maximum strength for heavy duty areas, or simply
for peace of mind when used for light duty areas. NOTE: Steel reinforcing is highly recommended as “stepping”
and "cracking" may occur due to heavy loads, frost heave, or ground movement. Up to three reinforcing rods may be
used. Rod diameter may vary depending on strength required. Short, vertical ground treated rods may also be installed
downwardly through floor holes into ground base and tied to horizontal rods to assist with securing finished edging in
place and to prevent side thrust. (ldeal for driveway edging).

6: Ensure product is aligned as accurately as possible. Weights or pegs may be used to hold in place prior to pouring
concrete. NOTE: Product can be gently moved after fresh concrete has been poured if alignment has moved.

CONCRETE: {Standard or coloured).

1. Mix standard concrete in a wheelbarrow, concrete mixer, or by truck delivery. Add desired colours to the mix by adding
appropriate pigments and oxides, (See your local concrete specialist or builders supplies). Amounts of pigment may
vary and colors may change when cured. Mix concrete to a wet consistency but not a liquid. The concrete should
gently flow, not pour. If it is too wet, the concrete may become weak. Ensure all batches are mixed to a formula to
regulate colouring and consistency. NOTE: Standard uncoloured concrete can be used to fill Snap-it™ to 80% of the
finished height and coloured mortar can be used as a smooth topping coat for finishing. This reduces pigment cost
and creates a smoother edge.

2. Spade selected concrete gently into Snap-it™ until it is just above the top of the central cross members. (Gussets).
Ensure concrete has flowed properly THROUGH gusset holes. Top up if necessary and LIGHTLY tap sides of Snap-it™
in order to release air bubbles and settle concrete/mortar into place. LIGHTLY screed the top of the concrete/mortar with
a piece of timber or a wooden trowel to create a flat, even surface.

3: Wait until concrete has set up slightly, (Depending on climate), and screed concrete surface smooth with a flat steel
trowel until the desired finish is achieved. Specialised Snap-it™ trowels are available at your local outlet.

4: Wait approximately 24-48 hours and cut sides away with a long sharp knife. Use a soft, clean rag to clean up side
edges if necessary. NOTE: Approximately 60-70% of the product can be recycled during sidewall removal.

5. Control joints shouid be installed every 3 to 6 feet to help prevent cracking and stepping. Cut a groove into the finished
edge directly above a cross member where possible and approximately one inch deep. Control joints should be made
with a masonry cutter not later than 36 hours or carefully installed with a thin blade while still wet. NOTE: Finished edging
should be kept heavily moist for approximately one week before allowing to fully cure. This will ensure the strongest
cure possible. Any traffic on the edging during this curing period may cause unnecessary and unsightly cracking.

Full cure will result after 28 days.

BRICK AND COBBLE EFFECTS:

11 To produce a professional finish, purchase our Snap-it™ Imprint rollers, available at your local Snap-it™ outlet.

2. Follow “CONCRETE" steps from 1 through to 2. Wait until concrete/mortar has setup slightly (Depending on climate),
and roll a layer of SARAN wrap, GLAD wrap or similar over top surface. Gently imprint concrete with Snap-it™ imprint
rollers over the top of the clear wrap to create beautiful Imprint patterns. Remove clear wrap gently and any small areas
needing attention can be finished with a small detail trowel.

3. Continue with "CONCRETE" instructions 4 through to 5.
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COMPONENT CONNECTION INSTALLATION

TIGHT CURVES AND GENTLE CURVES:

1. Each “Radius Curve” component has a “straight’ section, manufactured into each end. Simply overlap this “straight”
section over the top of another straight length to create a curved corner.  OR  Simply overlap this “straight” section
Into the “straight” section of another “Radius Curve” component (In reverse); to create an “S” bend.

FOR CIRCLES

1. Each "Radius Curve” component has a “straight” section, manufactured into each end. Cut off the "Straight” sections,
(Located at each end and marked with “CUT HERE”). Overlap newly exposed ends by two or three inches to create
perfect curves that will continue to produce circular patterns. (Muitiple units will be required to achieve this).

INCLINES:

(Available in some areas, please contact your supplier).

1: “Inclines” are used to rise or drop over hills and valleys etc. Each “Incline” section has a “straight” section,
in the centre bay of the unit. (Marked with dotted lines). Simply cut along the dotted line and choose the component
required to either rise or drop. Multiple units may be used to climb or fall steeply.

90" and 45° ELBOW BENDS:

1: Simply attach these parts to straight units and overlap by an inch or two.

GENERAL INSTALLATION TIPS: -

1. Cut or shorten components with a fine toothed hacksaw, industrial scissors or pruning shears for best results.
2. An accurate, level base makes the job professional and easy!
3: Concrete choice and colour makes a big difference. Try exposed aggregate or an imprinted finish, it looks great!

4. DO NOT THROW or FORCE concrete into Snap-it™ as the joints may buckle slightly and the product may move
out of position or become non-uniform.

5: ifinstalling Snap-it™ hard up against a wall or building, the upper sidewall on one side will need {o be removed so

it does not leave a gap between the wall and the finished edge. Cut product just above the top of the gussets along the
entire length required.

SAFETY RECOMMENDATIONS:

Snap-it™ products may have sharp edges and corners. Wear protective clothing and gloves to avoid bodily injury. Keep
away from children and disposefrecycle any trimmings immediately. Be extra careful when cutting or shortening product.
